There are 3 ways to receive your share: 

Pick up on the farm. We request that you only select this option if you live or work on the North Coast or Bonny Doon areas. We would like to minimize the number of car trips made out to the farm. Pick ups can be made on Tuesdays or Thursday.

Pick up at a central drop off site. We have multiple pick up locations in Santa Cruz and in San Francisco. Our produce will be available in Santa Cruz on Tuesdays from 4:30pm -7pm, Scotts Valley on Saturdays from 9am-12pm and in San Francisco on Thursdays from 4:30pm-7pm. At most of our pick up locations a Freewheelin’ Staff or Volunteer will be present to answer questions and guide you through your pick up.

Community Supported Agriculture (CSA) is about trust and community accountability. Freewheelin’ Farm is committed to doing everything reasonable and possible to provide its members with the highest quality organically grown produce fresh from harvest on a weekly basis for the duration of the 25-week harvest season. Unforeseen and uncontrollable events can and may affect the quantity and quality of the harvest share on any given week. 

As a member of the Freewheelin’ Farm CSA I understand this possibility and commit to supporting the work of my local farmers by sharing this risk and contributing my financial support to Freewheelin’ Farm for the duration of the season. 

I understand that it is my responsibility to pick up my share in the designated location on the day of delivery. If I am unable to pick up my share on the delivery day I understand that the site host will donate or use the share as they see fit. I am responsible for making arrangements for my share to be picked up when I am out of town.  

I am a part of this community that supports local food production. I intend to engage with the farm and farmers as such in an effort to constantly improve our agricultural system and the community that it feeds. My feedback and contributions are valuable and I will make efforts to share them with this community and the farmers, as I am able.
